Admission requirements
International applicants must have a minimum entry level of IELTS 6.0 or equivalent.

Thereis no specified minimum educational achievement entrance standard.

Normally, to be eligible for enrolment in the program a person will have attained an age of at least 18 years
in the year of the proposed enrolment.

Students will need to compl ete the online application form for entry to the Diploma Programs. All applicants
arerequired to compl ete online diagnostic testsin Mathematics, e-literacy, and English Communication Skills.
Applicantswill then be given advice detailing whether the Diploma Program is the most appropriate pathway
for them to undertake. Some students may be advised to undertake the Tertiary Preparation Program .

Program fees

Commonwealth supported place

Domestic full fee paying place

Domestic full fee paying students may be eligible to defer their fees through a Government loan called FEE-

HEL P provided they meet the residency and citizenship requirements.
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Program structure

The Program consists of four core coursesfollowed by four foundation coursesin the social sciences. Students
must successfully complete the four compulsory core courses before they will be enrolledin the four foundation
social science courses.
