Program fees

Commonwealth supported place
A Commonwealth supported place is where the Australian Government makes a contribution towards the cost
of a students' higher education and students pay a student contribution amount, which varies depending on
the courses undertaken. Students are able to calculate the fees for a particular course via the Course Fee
Schedules.

Commonwealth Supported students may be eligible to defer their fees through a Government loan called
HECS-HELP.

Required time limits
Students have a maximum of 3 years to complete this program.

IT requirements
Access to an up-to-date computer is necessary. On-campus students can access appropriately equipped
laboratories, but should consider acquisition of their own computer. Students should be able to access a
computer with the following  minimum standards. All students should have access to email and the Internet
via a computer running the latest versions of Internet web browsers such as Internet Explorer or Firefox. The
University has a wireless network for on-campus students' computers. In order to take advantage of this facility
and further enhance their on-campus learning environment, students should consider purchasing a
notebook/laptop computer with wireless connectivity. Specialist software is required for some courses.
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
